The concept is very
simple and it benefits, not only the Central Catholic Football program, but the Catholic Youth
Organizations youth football programs of our area and of course, one Senior football player
chosen to receive the scholarship. This program can only thrive through your support.

Once you become a member of the “Touch Down Backers” you need only to sit back and enjoy
the upcoming football season. Each member of the “Touch Down Backers” pledges to sponsor
the Central Catholic High School Varsity Football team (only) for each touchdown scored
throughout the 2008 season.

We were also able
to award $500 scholarships to the runner-ups, Jamie O’Hanlon in 2004 and Andy Gonzales and
Daniel Walsh in 2005.
